October 7-8
Sales will begin August 15, 2011.
Plates will be served from 11:00 AM until 8:00PM on Friday, October 7.  The cost of a plate will be $8.00.  Barbecue plates will consist of barbecue, baked beans, coleslaw, bread, and drink. (Drinks are for dine-in only.) Tea, lemonade, and water will be available to those eating at the church.  Plates are only available on Friday Oct  7.  (Dine-in or take out)
A pound of bulk barbecue or quart of Brunswick stew will be $9.00 each.  Orders with 10 or more units of barbecue and/or stew combined are only $8.50 each.  Traditional and hot sauce is available for $4.00 per bottle.  Bottles of XXX hot sauce are $6.00 each.
Barbecue sold by the pound, stew, and sauce may be picked up at the church from 11:00 AM until 8:00 PM on Friday October 7 and from 9:00 AM until 12:00 noon on Saturday Oct. 8, however because the product can be oversold it is highly recommended the Scouts pick up their barbecue on Friday afternoon or evening.
Each scout is expected to contribute a minimum of $300.00 in sales.  Families with more than one scout are expected to sell $450.00. Parents are encouraged to be involved with the sales effort.  Scouts will receive scout bucks for all sales over the minimum requirement.                  
The following rates will apply:

Scout Bucks will be paid on all dollars turned in by October 24, 2011.  Money turned in after that date will not be eligible for Scout Bucks.
Cash Incentive
The following amounts will be paid in cash to the scouts turning in the most money on Sept. 19 and Oct. 3.

The overall top selling scout will receive $100.00 cash.
In an effort to have each scout contribute his fair share of the troop expenses, scouts not selling the minimum will be required to pay to the troop the gross profit generated from that amount.  Scouts not meeting this obligation will not be eligible for any troop subsidies.
The attached form is to be used for recording sales.  A copy of the sheet should be turned in with any checks and cash.  You will be assigned an initial 20 tickets.  
Ticket Use
One ticket must be issued for each pound of barbecue, quart of stew or bottle of sauce that is to be picked up by your customers at the church.  (For example: two lbs. of barbecue require 2 tickets).  If a customer buys plates and wishes to eat at the Church then one ticket is given for each plate purchased (For example a family of five would be given 5 tickets).  If you, the scout or scout family, will deliver the product to your customers then no ticket needs to be given.  Again, tickets are only required if your customer wants to pick up their own product or has purchased plates for the Friday lunch or dinner.
Unused tickets must be turned in at the end of the sales period.
